FOREST RESOURCE MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT
This agreement between LandVest, Inc. (Representative) of Tupper Lake, New York and The Revolutionary Trails Council, (Owner) of Utica, New York, provides for the services and rates for said services provided by the Representative to the Owner.  The Representative shall perform the services on the land of the Owner known as Cedarlands Scout Reservation, in the Town of Long Lake, Hamilton County, New York and subject to the conditions as stated below.

1)
Representative will:

A.
Layout and Designate the timber for harvest in the sale area as designated in the 


Forest 
Management Plan and or agreed upon by the owner.
B.
Show the proposed sale to prospective service providers (road builder, logging and trucking contractors).

C.
Develop a service contract, and contract with service providers on behalf of the owner, upon approval of the contract by the owner. 

D.
Oversee timber sale operations to ensure proper “BMP’s” are followed and the service 

providers are in compliance with contracted obligations.
E.
Negotiate proposed delivered and or roadside prices with selected Mills for forest 


products removed during timber sales.  

F.
Meet with the Owner before, during, and after the timber sale on site to address any 

concerns or questions the owner may have. (The number of meetings included in the 

TSA fees may be limited depending upon the frequency and location of the meetings.)
2)
Timber Sale Administration Services are contracted, these costs will apply:


A. Ten Percent (10%) Timber Sale Administration Fee, even in stages.  This percentage is based on the gross, On-Truck Value of the timber marked or otherwise designated and harvested from the Owner's property.  

B. A marking fee of $4.00 MBF and $2.00 per cord for marked timber sales.

C. Payment: The 10% percent timber sale administration fee as well as the expense to mark timber, cut, skid, load and truck will be deducted from the payment received from the Mill, which is paid directly to the Representative by the Mill.  The Representative will then forward a net check to the Owner.  

3)
Other services performed for the owner upon their request, will be billed to the owner 
on an hourly or lump sum basis.  When other services are requested by the owner, method 
of compensation will be proposed and agreed upon before other services are provided.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS:
1.)
Harvesting Period will be from September through April.  Clean up will occur on the site from April through June and will continue only through the express written permission of the Owner.

The Representative agrees to save the Owner free from injury or damage to persons or property as a result of the forestry consulting work performed for the Owner through and during the period of this contract.

The Owner agrees to save the Representative free from injury or damage to persons or property as a result of the forestry consulting work performed for the Owner through and during the period of this contract.

This contract shall begin on the date of signature and terminate on the 1st day of August 2008.  This contract will be automatically renewable upon mutual negotiation and agreement of the parties involved on a year-by-year basis.
